e Maintain and conform to venue policies and procedures
Work autonomously including out of office hours (early mornings, late evenings and weekends)
Duty of care to ensure that all technical setups and installs follow the correct Health & Safety Codes of
Practice or relevant legislation and use of the correct PPE. Must be comfortable working at height
¢ Routinely report equipment faults or issues to the relevant technical manager

e Willingness to learn other technical specialities
o When appropriate perform the role of casual technician in other technical areas, as and when required
e Receiving, checking and organising deliveries on behalf of the venue
e Assistin room set ups, furniture moves & turnarounds.
