e Report in to the relevant manager throughout the shift
e Setup and operation of in-house and hired technical equipment during events
Basic audio recording of events and performances
Return all areas to standard post show, or prepare and set up technical equipment for the next event
Maintain and conform to venue policies and procedures
Work autonomously including out of office hours (early mornings, late evenings and weekends)
Duty of care to ensure that all technical setups and installs follow the correct Health & Safety Codes of
Practice or relevant legislation and use of the correct PPE. Must be comfortable working at height
